Formed in 1937 to celebrate and promote the Scottish heritage of Embro-Zorra, the Zorra 
Caledonian Society is excited to announce preparations for the 87th Embro Highland Games, 
scheduled for Wednesday, July 1, 2026. The vision of our ancestors has been kept alive in 
Ontario’s longest-running Highland Games, thanks to community spirit and volunteer dedication. 

Over the past 10 decades, the Games have evolved, but our traditional favourites remain at the heart 
of the celebration - Highland Dancing, Piping, Pipe Band and Drumming competitions, Tug-of-
War and Heavy Events such as the very popular caber toss. Add to that, live Celtic music and the 
celebration of all things Scottish – livestock, vendors, music, children’s crafts and Scottish food and 
drink. The Massed Bands performing at 12:30pm and 4:30pm add an unmistakable energy to a day 
steeped in heritage and camaraderie.  

We’ll 
continue with top-quality pipe bands, our indoor Highland dancing competition, Heavy Events 
and new an International Tug-of-War Competition as we welcome teams from Northern Ireland, 
Nova Scotia, USA and Ontario.  Also added to the line up this year, the Atholl Brigade will bring 
17th century Scottish history to the Games with their reenactment of a Jacobite camp, deepening our 
visitors’ understanding of Scotland’s storied past. We are proud to continue our meaningful 
connection with the Taiwanese community, honouring Rev. Dr. George Leslie Mackay – the “Zorra 
Boy” whose pioneering work in Taiwan profoundly advanced education, medicine, and faith.
